	Several suggestions and remarks were raised which could be summarized as follow: 
- the working groups approach is interesting and should be implemented but it should be proportionate to the real capacity of Euromontana and Euromontana's members capacity to contribute to them. The groups should be small (about 5 members), work as much as possible using e-communications and not real meetings. They should look at involving Eastern countries as much as Western countries, in order to boost the role of Euromontana in facilitating cooperation. 

- the college approach seemed to be welcomed. A suggestion was made to envisage a college for universities / institutes in order to promote higher education in the field of mountain development and facilitate exchanges between teachers and students ("mountain courses").

- the enlargement of the network should be encouraged but not at all cost. Real care should be taken to admit as members only those organizations which truly and seriously represent mountain interests and populations, in order to maintain the credibility and strength of Euromontana. In the same way, the geographical extent of Euromontana should perhaps be more clearly defined or limited.
